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-
enwares (80 fragments), both plain and slip decorated, probably from northern Ger-
many/Denmark. Vessel types include both cooking pots and tablewares. The dating 
of these vessels is generally late, probably late 18th-early 19th century. Only 3 fragments 
of stoneware were recovered, all from Rhenish bottles, also dating to the late 18th-ear-
ly 19th century. Two fragments of handmade, burnished Jyddepotte were recovered 
which, although it not common in Iceland, does occur in small numbers in 17th-18th 

not in the large quantities one would expect from sites dating after c. 1850; some of the 
sherds might however be quite recent suggesting either contamination or some very 
late contexts (e.g. [550]). There were also a handful or porcelain vessels (6 sherds), 
some possibly Chinese. Overall, the assemblage as a whole dates to c. 1750-1850.

In total there were 223 vessel fragments and 247 windowpane fragments of glass 
found. The window glass is a mixture of modern and late 18th/early 19th century types. 
The vessel glass includes a lot of small cylindrical green wine bottles with string rims 
which would seem to date to the late 18th and early 19th century; however, there are also 
much later types also present such as a 20th c. machine made phial from and pressed 
glass vessel from. Besides the wine bottles, there was at least one green phial, a blue 

18th century in date. As with the pottery, the glass is predominantly late 18th/early 19th 
century but with some much later, 20th century pieces.

221 fragments from clay pipes, most of them stems and often quite long pieces. The 
several bowls recovered all date to the late 18th and/or early 19th century. Several piec-
es were marked, including the Danish producer Alexander Ross and Severin Ferslew 
factory which was in operation between 1758-64. Other marked pipes were Dutch and 
included Gouda marks (both in letters and the shield (post 1739)) as well as makers 
names, including one LUCAS (a very common name) and another [J]AN:V:BEEK (the 



the base of the heels such as the boutwijfje and an L under a crown, both of which were 
in common use in the 18th century. Overall, the pipe assemblage would seem to date 
to the latter half of the 18th century, with possibly some early 19th century examples.

This is, on the whole, a nice late 18th century assemblage, possibly stretching into the 
th century. However, there are also clearly later pieces amongst 

the assemblage which are early 20th century. Depending on context, these may be in-
trusive, at least in some cases, which – given the very loose and sandy nature of depos-
its on the site, is not surprising.
