The exhibition Asmundur Sveinsson: Wonderland
is currently on view at Asmundarsafn. The
museum, once the home and studio of sculptor
Asmundur Sveinsson (1893-1982), was designed
and built by the artist himself and can even
be considered one of his greatest sculptures.
In 1940, when Asmundur began work on the
building, it stood at the edge of a field belonging
to a farm with the enchanting name Undraland
— Wonderland.

Asmundur bequeathed the house and a
selection of his works to the City of Reykjavik.
A museum dedicated to his memory was estab-
lished there in 1983. The exhibition currently
ondisplay is twofold: one part presents the works
of Asmundur Sveinsson, while the other features
the working studio of a contemporary artist.
The part which focuses on Asmundur's artis
curated by museum director Ol&f Kristin
Sigurdardaottir.

“In this exhibition, we aim to recreate the
atmosphere that existed when Asmundur
was actively working in the house and often
opened his studio to the public,” Olf Kristin
explains. "We showcase a wide array of his
works, and one section of the exhibition space
has beenreconstructed as a working studio
with original objects from Asmundur's own
workspace. When developing this part of the
exhibition, we drew inspiration from archival
photographs of his studio and past exhibitions

held in the shed where Asmundur often showed
his work. Designer Axel Hallkell Johannsson
used these photographs as a starting point
for the spatial design and incorporated them
into the exhibition itself. We had a wealth of
works to choose from, but focused on those
that would support the overall concept of
recreating a working environment —works that
clearly reflect the artist's hand. We gravitated
toward carvings, clay pieces, and sculptures
that exhibit a certain softness of material and
closeness to craftsmanship.”

The other half of Wonderland involves the
participation of contemporary artists, curated
by Markus Por Andrésson. “We've invited a
number of artists to engage in creative work
within one of the museum's exhibition halls.
Each artist is given the space for approximately
eight weeks. Markus P&r has been in conver-
sation with the artists about the ideas they're
exploring, and they'll be using the space as part
of their ongoing creative processes. We refer

to this as ‘workin progress,” and in truth, we don't
entirely know what visitors will encounter during

each period. It's an opportunity to glimpse the
artistic process in action.”

Part of the exhibition hall has therefore been
transformed into a functioning studio. “We've
furnished the space with worktables, chairs
and other practical elements, and each artist
brings their own aesthetic and materials,”

in the studio are: Unnar Orn, Asta Fanney
Sigurdardattir, Halldor Asgeirsson, Amanda
Riffo and Sara Riel.

"These artists will pursue very different pro-
jects. We at the museum don't know exactly
what willemerge, but | find this to be an exciting
way to break from the conventional format of
exhibitions and embrace a bit of unpredictability.
I hope visitors will see it as an invitation to
return to the museum multiple times in 2025,
not knowing quite what to expect,” Oléf Kristin
reflects. "It's also fascinating to consider
how times have changed —the artist's studio
of the past and that of today are very different
places, and yet, the same kinds of wonders
continue to happen in both. The exhibition's title
refers precisely to the wonders that occur in
art studios when a work of art comes into being.”

A Sculpture Takes Shape
at Urdartorg This

Sculptor Matthias Ranar Sigurdsson is
spending the summer working on a new piece
that will soon grace Urdartorg in Ulfarsardalur.
Residents and visitors to the area will have

the unique opportunity to observe the artist as
he creates a work that will become alasting
part of the neighborhood’s identity. The project
is overseen by the Reykjavik Art Museum,
which manages public artworks on behalf of
the City of Reykjavik. It aligns with the city's
cultural policy to make art an accessible

and integral part of daily life.

Drawing from the World of Myths

Matthias is well known for his distinctive sculp-
tures that often draw on the magical world

of folklore and mythological themes. It will be
exciting to see what fantastical world or creature
emerges from the large dolerite boulder now
placedin Urdartorg.

"The square is called Urdartorg, so it's
tempting to look to Urdur —one of the Norns in
Norse mythology, representing the presentin the
trio of Urdur, Verdandi and Skuld. But one could
also imagine a mythical creature, an urdarkottur
(wild cat) — it will be exciting for people to see what
lies hidden in the stone,” Matthias says of the
project.

Matthias will be working on-site this summer,
spending a few days a week at the square. This
gives passersby and local residents a chance

to watch the process unfold, meet the artist, and
witness the sculpture's creation in real time.

Shaping a New Neighborhood

“It's a rare opportunity to see an artist at

work in a public setting, and hopefully residents
will take this chance not only to get to know
the sculpture but also the artist and the ideas
behind it," says Ol6f Kristin Sigurdardattir,
Director of the Reykjavik Art Museum.

Urdartorg is intended as a central gathering
point in a new neighborhood that is taking shape
near nature and outdoor areas in Ulfarsardalur.
The sculpture will be a meaningful contribution to
the area’s evolving identity and part of Reykjavik's
broader effort to enrich public spaces with
culture and art.

About the Artist

Matthias Runar Sigurdsson (b. 1988) is a sculptor
whose primary material is stone —including
dolerite, basalt, gabbro, granite, marble, and more.
He received the Icelandic Design Award in 2021.
His sculptures can be found in private collections
and in the collections of the National Gallery

of Iceland, The Icelandic Folk and Outsider Art
Museum, the Reykjavik Art Museum, the Central
Bank of Iceland, as well as with poets and in
various outdoor locations.

The exhibition Dreamland is currently on display
at Kjarvalsstaoir, it focuses on Kjarval's fantasy
works, emphasizing pieces that include religious
themes and mystical symbols and references.
In addition to Kjarval's works, several paintings by
Einar Jonsson, borrowed from the Einar Jonsson
Sculpture Museum, are also on display. Curator
is Edda Halldérsdottir.

Kjarval travelled extensively throughout his
life, both within his own country and abroad.
He was influenced by people and his surround-
ings, read extensively, and familiarized himself
with prevailing trends and movements. Among
the influences in Kjarval's life were his colleague
and friend, sculptor Einar Jonsson (1874-1954),
and the English artist William Blake (1757-1827).
Kjarval met Einar in London in 1911 when they
stayed there simultaneously for three months
and became good friends. Einar was known
for his mythological and religious imagery and
emphasized symbolic meanings in his sculp-
tures and paintings. In the books and museums
of the metropolis, Kjarval became acquainted
with Blake's works. Blake was one of England's
foremost Romantic poets, known for his deli-
cate and mystical drawings, laden with religious
symbols and references.

This exhibition gathers works by Kjarval that
share the common theme of originating from
a spiritual world beyond the tangible and easily
understandable. The works either have clear

religious references to the Bible and Christian
legends and motifs or are more ambiguous
fantasies filled with symbols, the supernatural,
and the mystical. Such themes were always
presentin Kjarval's mind, but after his stay in
London and his acquaintance with international
artand insight into the world of theosophy

and symbolism, one can discern changesin
emphasis and stylistic approach that Kjarval
would later develop in his personal way through-
out his career.

The exhibition showcases works from all
stages of Kjarval's career. In 1908, at the age
of 22, he held his first exhibition in Reykjavik,
where he presented fantasy works for the
first time, before ever traveling to London or
receiving formal art education. These fantasy
pieces, often featuring hidden folk, mystical
beings, and symbolic imagery, remained a
constantin his artistic journey, evolving and
transforming over time. Both before and follow-
ing his time in London, Kjarval created several
so-called "dreamland works,” which often
depict ambiguous landscapes, waterfalls, and
figures within nature. The exhibition aims to
gather as many of these works as possible.

Johannes Sveinsson Kjarval (1885-1972)
is one of the nation's most beloved artists, and
his diverse body of work includes numerous
paintings of Icelandic nature, mythical beings,
and the people of Iceland. In 1968, Kjarval

donated a significant portion of his artworks

and personal belongings to the City of Reykjavik,
and his works have been showcased in various
ways since the opening of Kjarvalsstadirin 1973.

Young People, Art,

and Climate

The Summer Adventure of Reykjavik's Youth
Employment Program in Elements

All summer long, life and energy have filled the
halls of the Reykjavik Art Museum — Hafnarhus,
where the exhibition Elements has served

as a platform for vibrant dialogue, creativity,
and reflection. Here, art, nature, and young
people come together in a fruitful collaboration
between the city's Youth Employment Program
(Vinnuskolinn) and the museum.

Every weekday, groups of 10th-grade
students from Vinnuskolinn step away from their
usual outdoor work and into the museum'’s world,
where ideas and creativity take centre stage.
The goal? To reconnect with nature in a new way
—through art—and to contemplate one of the
greatest challenges of our time: Climate change.

This initiative is part of a broader European
collaboration within the framework of the
European Climate Cities project, in which
Reykjavik participates alongside Oslo, Norway,
and Cluj-Napoca, Romania.

Art That Inspires Reflection
The exhibition Elements brings together works
by Icelandic and international artists, each
addressing in their own way the relationship
between humans and nature, the impact of
climate change, and the planet's ecosystems.
Itis through these works that the young par-
ticipants experience how art can raise questions,
stir emotions, and even inspire action.

The groups are led by Rtinar Orn Jéhénnu

Marindsson and Erna Kanema Mashinkila, who
guide the students through the exhibition in
open conversation, where no answer is “wrong.”
The participants are encouraged to express
what they see, feel, and understand —and how
they relate to these pressing issues of our time.

Creative Freedom and Forward-Thinking Ideas
Following the discussion, a creative workshop
takes place where students explore various
artistic media — from drawing and textiles to
animation and performance. The aimis not to
produce "beautiful objects,” but to use creativity
as a tool for working through ideas and emotions.
This is often one of the highlights of the day: a
moment when ideas blossom and unexpected
perspectives emerge.

Itis remarkable to witness how the young
people respond —some with bold voices,
others in quiet contemplation — each with their
own insights and viewpoints. It's clear that this
generation holds strong opinions about the
future of the Earth, the climate crisis, and human
responsibility.

A Collaboration That Matters

This projectis a powerful example of how collab-
oration between cultural institutions and youth
programs can be inspiring and foster creative
thinking. The Youth Employment Program offers
young people the chance to work and grow
—and through their day at the museum, they are
also given space to reflect on art and society.

The students bring fresh perspectives and
questions, and the artworks gain new life through
their eyes. This is how a museum becomes
truly alive —when it touches people, sparks
dialogue, and becomes a space for connection.

The Exhibition Elements

In ancient times, the material world was divided
into four elements: Earth, Water, Air, and Fire.
This concept gives the exhibition its title,
Elements. The show presents recent works by
contemporary artists who, each in their own
way, evoke associations with these primal forces
of nature. Environmental transformation is a
central theme, explored through the works of
six artists who focus on changes ininorganic
matter, such as melting, solidifying, evaporation,
and crystallization. Featured artists are Alessa
Brossmer, Hrafnkell Sigurdsson, Jéhanna
Bogadottir, Ragna Robertsdottir, Ruriand
Porbjérg Jonsdaottir.

The exhibition is curated by Markus bor
Andrésson.
