Preface

The publication Icelandic Tourism Patterns 1996 presents
the results of a survey conducted by Statistics Iceland to
investigate tourism patterns among the Icelandic people in
1996. Thisisthefirst time Statistics Iceland has performed
asurvey of thiskind and thispublicationisthereforethefirst
work on the subject to appear in Iceland. The survey was
conducted in three separate stages, each involving 1,200
persons who were contacted by telephone and questioned
about any tripsthey had taken in the preceding months. The
results are presented in short summaries, figures and tables.

The aim of making this survey on the tourism patterns of
Icelanders was to obtain reliable information on Icelandic
tourists, travelling for both business and pleasure, provided
they spent at least one night away from their usual environ-
ment. Thisinformationwill beutilizedin planning thetourist
industry andwill indirectly beof benefit alsotothosewhoare
associated with tourism in some way, such as trade and
service industries. Furthermore, a sound knowledge of the
nation’ stourism patterns will without doubt be useful inthe
planning of the transport system of the country.

Limited information has been available until now on the
travel patternsof Icelandictourists, for instancewhether they
prefer taking domestic or outbound trips, what means of
transport they use, what kind of accommodeation they prefer,
etc. Attempts to obtain this kind of information, however,
have frequently been made.

The present survey isconductedin cooperationwithmem-
ber states of the European Economic Area where similar
surveys are being carried out.

The preparation and execution of the survey was in the
hands of Omar S. Hardarson, Larus Bléndal, Olafur
Valdimarsson and Rut Jonsdéttir, assisted by 21 interview-
ers.

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5. Survey on Icelandic tourism in 1996

The publication Icelandic Tourism Patterns 1996 contains
theresults of asurvey conducted by Statistics|celand onthe
tourism patterns of Icelandersin 1996. The objective of the
survey was to obtain reliable data on Icelandic tourists,
travellingfor both businessand pleasure, provided they spent
at least onenight away fromtheir usual environment. Twelve
hundred individual s were contacted by telephone and asked
about their travels in the preceding months. The survey
relates to the ongoing cooperation between the national
statistical institutes of EEA-countrieswhere similar surveys
have recently been conducted. Eurostat, the EU statistical
office, has published adocument containing methodol ogical
definitionsto be used when collecting statistical information
on tourism based on a Council Directive onthe subject. The
survey was designed on the basis of these documents so that
theresults can easily be compared with theresults of equiva-
lent surveysin other EEA-countries.

6. Principal results

The following pages include the results of the survey in
summaries, figuresandtables. Theresultshavebeeninflated
to makethem applicabletoall I celandersand foreign nation-
a s under the age of 75 years, resident in Iceland at the time
of the survey.

Figures on the number of tourists have been broken down
into four-month periods and socio-economic groups such as
sex, age, education etc. Figures on the number of trips are
classified according to age of the tourists and various trip
characteristics, anong them destination, type of accommo-
dation and means of transport. To make comparisons easier,
percentages are also included in most cases.

Thefirst part dealswith tourists, followed by asection on
the frequency of trips, and the final section deals with
overnight stays on domestic and outbound trips.

Tourists
The first two summaries cover the number of Icelandic
tourists by sex, age and destination. Table 1 in the corre-
sponding table section contains a more detailed breakdown
of touristsby socio-economic groups. Thispart doesnot deal
with the trips as such but only the tourists themselvesand to
what extent they travel inside Iceland (domestic trips) or
abroad (outbound trips) or combine both types of trips.
Almost half of al Icelanders aged 16—-74 made somekind
of tripinthefirst and third four-month periodsof theyear. In
summer the number of tourists, of course, was much higher,
or 81% of themen and 86% of thewomen. Thesurvey reveas
that there is not much difference in the tourism patterns of
Icelanders according to age. till, tourists aged 16-24 and
65-74 made up a smaller proportion of thetotal in the first
and third four-month periods of the year than did those aged
25-64 years. Summary 2 shows the percent distribution of
tourists according to the proportion of their domestic trips,
outbound trips or a combination of the two. Most tourists
made some domestic trip in the year, whether in summer or
winter; approximately 80% did so in thefirst and third four-
month periods of the year and 90% in summer. Approxi-
mately one third of al tourists travelled abroad in the first

eight months of the year and about half of them made trips
abroad inthelast four months. The percentage of thosewho
made combined domestic and outbound tripsrose astheyear
progressed, from 10% to 35%. Thereisno significant differ-
ence between the tourism patterns of men and women asfar
as domestic and outbound trips are concerned. However,
there is some difference in domestic and outbound trips
depending ontheageof tourists. The proportion of thosewho
made domestic trips fell with ahigher age of touristsin the
first and third four-month periods, from 86-90% in the age
group 1624 yearsto 73-78%for thoseaged 65-74 years. At
the same time the proportion of those who made outbound
tripsrosewith higher age, from 19% to 39% in thefirst four-
month period, andfrom 45%t061%inthethird period except
for the oldest age group.

Frequency of trips

Frequency of tripsrefersto the number of tripsper inhabitant
in the age groups covered by the survey. The frequency is
calculated in relation to the group travelling in each four-
month period of theyear and alsoinrelationto all Icelanders
aged 1674 years, whether or not they made any tripsin the
period in question. Summary 3 gives the results on the
number of tourists, number of trips made and frequency of
trips. This Summary covers all kinds of trips whereas a
breakdown of trip frequency by length of trip, four-month
periods and age of tourists is found in table section of this
publication, in Tables 2—4.

A comparison of the four-month periods revealsthat half
of the population aged 1674 yearsmade no tripsin the first
and third periods and 16% of them did not do so in summer
either. In each of the three periods the percentage of those
who only made one trip was approximately the same. In
summer, however, 37% of all touriststook threetripsor more
while much fewer did so for the rest of the year. Figure 2
showstrip frequency by four-month periods. The number of
trips per tourist was smallest, or 2.0, in the first four-month
period, while in the third period the average was dightly
higher, 2.4 trips, and in summer this number went up to 3.3
trips per tourist.

Domestic trips

Summaries 4-9 cover domestic trips and tourist nights.
Domestictripsnumbered approximately onemillionin 1996,
257 thousand of which, or 26%, were trips made by children
under the age of 16, either on their own or accompanied by
their parents. Domestic tourist nights were close to 3.3
million.

Obviously, the main tourist season is in summer. Sum-
mary 4 showsthat almost two thirds of all domestic tripsare
made in the summertime and just over two thirds of al
overnight stays take place in that season. The percent
distribution by age of trips on one hand and overnight stays
ontheother providesinformationonthelength of stay of each
age group. A different proportion of trips as opposed to
overnight stays for a certain age group indicates that the
length of stay of that particular group differs from that other
agegroups. Totakeanexample, 73% of children’ sovernight
staysoccurred in summer when they made 61% of their trips,
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whileinthe same season the proportion of overnight staysfor
the age group 16-24 years was 53% and proportion of trips
was 66%. Children, therefore, took longer tripsin the sum-
mertimethan people between 16 and 24 yearsof age. Figure
3 showsthat in summer the percentage of overnight staysfor
al age groups was generally higher than the percentage of
trips, except for the age group 16-24 years. In other seasons
the proportion of trips was usually higher than that of over-
night stays.

Oft the total number of domestic trips, 77% were short
oneslasting 1-3 nights, while 17% of them took 4-7 nights.
The length of stay was similar for al age groups. Summary
5 providesamore detailed look at length of stay in domestic
trips.

By far the most common means of transport on domestic
tripswasthe private car, usedin 82% of al tripsascompared
with 8% by aircraft. People in the age group 1624 years
stand somewhat apart intheir choice of transport means; they
madeuseof privatecarsin 68% of their trips, whichisalower
proportion than for other age groups. The most frequently
selected means of transport in this age group were coaches
and aircraft. A further description of means of transport is
found in Summary 6.

The most popular destination of domestic tourists was
without question the southern region of Iceland, attracting
almost 30% of all trips. The second most frequented desti-
nation was the western region, with 17%. The southern and
western regionsinclude the greatest concentration of private
summer houses and other holiday dwellings, which is the
most likely explanation for the popularity of these destina-
tions. There was very little difference in the choice of
destination with regard to age. Still, in every fifth trip made
by people in the age groups 25-64 the destination was the
capital region, asomewhat higher ratio than for the remain-
ing agegroups. Intheoldest agegrouptheratio of tripstothe
southern region stands out asthe highest, or 45%, whiletrips
to other regions are correspondingly less frequent.

Overnight stays are divided between destinations in ap-
proximately the same proportion as the number of trips
athough thereisadlight difference. Inthisrespect Figure4
provides agood illustration, showing how the proportion of
overnight staysin the southern and western regionsis strik-
ingly below the percentage of trips. IntheWestfjordsregion
and the eastern region, however, the picture isreversed and
the number of overnight staysis proportionately higher than
the number of trips. Looking at the different age groups,
children and younger peopletook proportionate most of their
tripsto the western region, or 15-18% of thetotal, whilethe
ratio of their overnight staysin this region ranged between
10% to 15%. A similar picture emerges in the older age
groups, aged 45-74 years, only with the southern region as
their destination. The age group 45-64 took 37% of their
trips to the southern region but spent only 30% of their
overnight stays there, and for the age group 65-74 these
ratios were 45% and 38% respectively

Thechoiceof accommodationvariesgreatly dependingon
age. It was quite common for children and younger people
tovisitfriendsandrel ativesand stay therefor proportionately
longer periodsthan in other types of accommodation. Thus

38% of children’ stripsand 46% of their overnight stayswere
of thiskind, and in the age group 16-24 these figures were
48% and 58% respectively. To acertain extent the latter age
group stands apart in their choice of accommodation, some-
thing that is presumably due to the fact that this age group
includesalarge number of studentsvisiting their relativesin
their school vacations. Apart from the accommodation
patterns of children, it is apparent that the popularity of
holiday dwellings(houses) increaseswith higher age; 18% of
all trips made by people aged 16-24 were to holiday dwell-
ings as compared with 58% of all trips made by those aged
65-74 years.

It comes as no surprise that the older people preferred
hotels and guesthouses to a larger extent than younger
people, and the opposite appliesto camping sites. Children
and people under the age of 45 made use of camping sitesin
13-14% of their trips while older people did so less fre-
quently.

Outbound trips

Outbound trips differ in many respects from domestic ones.
They usually last a good deal longer in terms of overnight
staysand the most common type of accommodationishotels
and guesthouses. Furthermore, travel agenciesarevery often
consulted when peopleplantheir outboundtrips. Thefollow-
ing summaries, 10-16, describe the findings of the survey
regarding outbound trips.

There were 157 thousand outbound trips and 1.8 million
overnight staysin 1996. Thenumber of tripsononehand and
the number of overnight stays on the other were somewhat
unevenly distributed within the different age groups. Chil-
dren, for instance, took 16 thousand trips, or 10% of all
outbound trips, while spending 290 thousand overnight stays
abroad, which amountsto 16% of all overnight staysspent on
outbound trips by Icelandic tourists. When it comes to the
age group 16-64, however, the picture is reversed. The
greatest discrepancy between trips and overnight stays is
found in the age group 2544 years;, they made 63 thousand
trips, or 40% of the total outbound trips, but spent 624
thousand overnight stays abroad, or only 34% of the total.

Outbound trips by children are limited mostly to the
summer season. As people grow older their trips tend to
spread over the whole year to a greater extent, and for those
aged 65-74 the trips are divided equally between the three
four-month periods. Overnight stays were proportionately
more numerous than trips during summer for all age groups
except for 65—74-year-olds, afact that indicateslonger stays
on trips taken in summer than during the rest of the year.

Of al outbound trips 94% of them lasted less than one
month. Length of stay, however, varies greatly between
different age groups as shown in Figure 6. Over half of the
trips by 65—74-year-olds |lasted |ess than 29 overnight stays
whereas 81% of trips by the age group 25-44 were shorter
than this. Children’strip lasted in 47% of the cases 1528
nights while in other age groups this length of stay was
considerably less frequent.

The choice of destination varied considerably with age
athough tourism patterns of people aged 25-44 and 45-64
werequitesimilar. Almost 25% of all outbound tripswereto
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the Nordic countries, the highest percentage being among
children, 31%. Other European countries were the destina-
tion in 59% of al trips abroad, and among 65—74-year-olds
thiswasthe most popular destination, visited in 63% of their
trips. Trips to countries outside Europe are significant only
for the age group 25-64 who made 16% of their tripsto those
destinations. Asfor individua countries, the United King-
dom was the most popular destination, attracting 16% of all
trips, followed by Spain and Denmark. Overnight stays on
outbound tripsweremost numerousin Spain, or 23%, amuch
higher percentage than for any other country. Denmark was
secondinline, with 13% of theovernight stays. Almost 38%
of tripsmade by people aged 65—74 wereto Spainandthat is
whereover half of theovernightsstaysof thisagegroupwere
spent. Thelength of stay, however, varied greatly according
to destinations. Figure 7 shows the difference in theratio of
tripsascompared with overnight stays. Thelength of stay on
atrip to Spain was clearly much longer than, for instance, on
atrip to the UK, Ireland or Germany.

The choice of accommodation on outbound trips was
mainly hotels and guesthouses. This applies to 41% of the
children and this proportion increases as the tourists become
older. The age group 65-74 years stayed in hotels or guest-
housesin 77% of their overnight stays. In genera, theratio
of overnight stays in hotels and guesthouses is somewhat
lower than theratio of tripsintheyounger agegroups, aratio
that riseswith higher age, cf. Figure8. Second to hotelsand
guesthouses the most common type of accommodation is
with relatives or friends, or in 21% of overnight stays. This
isparticularly trueof children and younger peoplebut lessso
for those who are older. On the other hand, overnight stays
spent with relatives and friendswere rel atively more numer-
ous than the number of trips to them, the ratio of overnight
stayswith relatives and friends being 33% while theratio of
tripswas 21%. Thismeansthat touristsusually madelonger
trips when staying with relatives and friends abroad than
when they stayed in hotels and guesthouses.

Not surprisingly, aircraft wasthemeansof transport for the
longest stretch of each trip in 99% of outbound trips. Other
meansof transport, such asships, ferriesor privatecars, were
theexception. Theprivatecar becametheprincipal meansof
transport, however, in such rare cases where travel by car
became a longer stretch of the whole trip than the stretch
travelled by ship or aircraft to and from the country.

The survey included questions as to whether the tourists
had been assisted by a travel agency when planning their
trips. Approximately half of them had done so and therewas
very little difference between age groups. Still therewas a
slight tendency for younger peopleto consult travel agencies
to alesser degree than older tourists. The main reason for
consulting travel agencies was in regard to package tours,
which accounted for 64% of al trips planned by travel
agencies.

Purpose of trips

In the survey trips were divided into two main categories
according to purpose, trips for recreation or business. The
first category includes travelling for leisure, recreation or
holidays, such as sports tours, visits to relatives and friends

and trips for cultural purposes. The main purpose of atrip
determines the category. It isnot uncommon for people to
extend abusinesstrip toincludeatrip for recreation aswell.
Still, if the reason for making thetrip in thefirst placeisfor
professional or business purposes, the trip is considered a
business trip.

Summary 17 shows the breakdown of trips by purpose.
Thepurposesof children’ stripsdo not lend themsel vestothe
aboveclassificationandthereforethey havebeenexcludedin
the summary. The majority of trips were made for recrea-
tional purposes, or 79% of domestic trips and 63% of out-
boundtrips. Thehighest ratio of businesstripswasintheage
group 25-64 years, or 11%-12% of domestic trips and 33—
36% of outbound trips.

Children’strips

Children makeup aspecial target groupinthetravel industry
and for this reason it was decided to include their tourism
patterns in the survey. Mothers and single fathers in the
samplewerequestioned about thetravel sof their children. In
thefirst place, they were asked whether any of their children
under the age of 16 had accompani ed them on their tripsand,
secondly, whether any of their children, aged 11-15, had
made a trip without their company. It was not considered
worth while to inquire into the travels of children under the
ageof 11years, making tripsunaccompanied by their mother
or father (if single).

Tripsmadeby children aged 11-15 years, unaccompanied
by the responding parent were usually schooal trips or sports
trips. The proportion of sports trips was highest in the first
four-month period of theyear, or 35%, but much lower inthe
last four-month period. Inthefirst period, when sportstrips
were most common, the most common type of accommoda-
tion was al so sl eeping-bag accommodation. Furthermore, a
large number of children in this category stayed with rela
tivesand friends, particularly in other seasons than summer.

Children travelling in the company of their parents stayed
mainly in holiday dwellings (37%) or with relatives and
friends (40%). Their destinations on domestic trips were
most often the southern and western regions, theregionswith
thelargest shareof holiday dwellings. Only 5% of tripsmade
by children accompanied by their parents were outbound
trips and the most common type of accommodation in these
cases seems to have been in hotels and guesthouses.

7. Data collection and execution of the survey
Background

Thesurvey on|celandictourism patternsispart of acoopera-
tion project by Statistics Iceland and other member states of
the European Economic Area (EEA) designed to collect
statistical datafor thetouristindustry. Theprimary aimof the
survey isto increase, improve and coordinate the gathering
of information in this sector. Similar surveys are being
conducted at present in other EEA member states.

Questionnaire

The questionnaire was designed with various principlesin
mind. It was based, among other things, on instructions
issued by Eurostat on the collection of statistical datafor the
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tourist industry, on models from neighbouring countries
wheresimilar surveys had already been conducted, onthe S|
statistics on tourist accommodation, and on other sources.

Data collection

The survey was conducted by telephone. Every sampled
participant received aletter in advance explaining the back-
ground and aim of the survey with a request for his or her
cooperation. These people were subsequently contacted by
telephone, chiefly in the evening and during weekends.
Telephone numbers were obtained from the Post and Tel-
ecommunication Administration. Thesurvey wasconducted
with the help of the interviewing program BLAISE, which
greatly facilitatesthewhol e processof makingasurvey, both
in terms of execution and processing of the data.

Survey period

Thesurvey covered theyear 1996 and wasconductedinthree
stages. The first stage extended to trips taken in the period
January—May and took place at the end June. The second
stagecoveredtripstakeninthemonthsApril-August andthis
part was performed in September. Finally, the third stage
took place in January 1997, covering trips taken in July—
December. It was deemed advisable not to cover longer
periodsin each stage so that the respondentswould easily be
abletorecall their trips. The periodswere deliberately made
tooverlapin order to makeit possibleto produce figuresfor
both three-month and four-month periods. Eurostat requests
quarterly stati sticswhereasthispublication showsfiguresfor
four-month periods. For Iceland it is more practical to em-
ploy four-month periods so asnot to split up themajor tourist
seasons, such asEaster (inMarch and April) and summer (in
June and July).

Sample and responserates

The sampling framein each stage of the survey included all
Icelandic and foreign citizens aged 1674 who were on the
National Register of Persons and had their domicile in
Iceland during the survey period. Each samplewas made up
of 1.200 persons picked by random sampling from the
National Register. For the purpose of including children
under the age of 16, mothers were asked about the tourism
patternsof their children, or alternatively, singlefatherswere
asked those questions. The mothers were preferred as
respondents to these questions since they were considered
morelikely thanthefathersto knowin somedetail about their
children’s travels. In the first stage of the survey the fina
sample, including grown-ups and children, turned out to be
1,600 individuals, in the second stage thisnumber was 1,681
and 1,643 in thethird one. The combined samplesizeinall
three stageswas 4,812 individual s and the response rate was
87%. A moredetailed account of theresponseratesisfound
in Summary 20.

Reliability

Errorsinasamplesurvey fall roughly into two major catego-
ries, sampling errors and non-sampling errors. The follow-
ing section deal s mainly with thosetypesof errorsthat are of
significance to the processing of data in this particular
survey.

Sampling errors

Surveys based on samples have an inherent degree of uncer-
tainty since the sampled individuals have been drawn at
random from a particular sampling frame such as the Na-
tional Register of Persons. The uncertainty stems from the
fact that the sample may not be an exact reflection of the
population in question. The random nature of this uncer-
tainty makes it necessary to calculate confidence limits for
theestimates. Summary 21 shows 95% confidencelimitsfor
the number of individuals in the Statistics Iceland tourism
survey. If, for instance, the number of touristsin the period
May—August aged 45-64 years is estimated at 42,500, the
confidence limit for the number which comes closest to this
estimation is +/- 4,600. This means that there is a 95%
probability that between 32.900 and 42.100 | cel anders aged
45-64 took sometrip in the period May—August. If thesize
of the estimate as |ess than 4,000, the rel ative standard error
will exceed 20%. Estimates, percentages and averages for
groups smaller than 4,000 are marked with an asterisk (*).
Summary 22 shows 95% confidencelimitsfor the number of
tripsand confidencelimitsfor each category arecalculatedin
the same manner as described above.

Non-sampling errors. There are three different categories
of non-sampling errors: Coverage errors, non-response er-
rors and other errors.

Coverageerrors. Coverageerrorsarecaused by twothings.
On one hand, the register used for the sampling, i.e. the
sampling frame, may not be exhaustive and, on the other
hand, it may include individuals or units that do not belong
to the population being investigated. These types of errors
are referred to as undercoverage and overcoverage errors
respectively.

Asdescribed above the samplefor thetourism survey was
drawn from individuals aged 16-74, domiciled in Iceland
according to the national register. The national register,
however, includesaconsiderable number of peoplestudying
or working abroad for longer than six monthsat atime. Only
aportion of thisgroup isregistered asresiding abroad in the
national register. Thiswill result in a considerable bias so
that totals are overestimated unless this group is subtracted
from the total population.

For thisreason, al totals for number of trips and number
of tourists are based on the mean population in 1996 as
calculated by Statistics|celand and corrected by subtracting
the number of persons presumed to be residing abroad and
domiciledinlceland accordingtoindicationssupplied by the
tourism survey. Summary 23 showsasummary of the mean
population in 1996 by age and residence as estimated by
using the above methods. Undercoverage in the national
register, however, has not been detected to any degree.

Non-response errors. In al surveys there is a risk that
results become biased because non-response is not evenly
distributed among the groups examined. The most common
reasons for non-response are refusals, difficulties due to
illness or disability, absence from home during the time of
survey or non-contact because addresses or telephone num-
bers of sampled individuals could not be found. In general,
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the non-contact rate is higher for men than women, usually
because of greater absence from home and more difficulties
in reaching the person concerned. Y oung peoplealso havea
higher non-contact ratethan older people. Inorder to counter
non-response bias on this account the results have been
weighted by sex and age groups.

Another type of non-response is due to incomplete an-
swerstoindividual questions. Even though aperson may be
willing to participatein asurvey, he or she may not be ready
to answer some of the questions, either because they are too
personal or people do not remember or know the right
answer. Non-response was not uncommon, for instance,
when people were asked about their income, particularly in
thefirst stage of thesurvey, aswill bedescribed moreclosely
below. Instead of disregarding such non-response, it has
been corrected for by means of methods described below.

Other errors. Other errorsfall roughly intothreecategories:
Interviewer errors, processing errors and design errors.

Interviewer errors. Sometimesinterviewersrecord wrong
answers, skip some questions, mix up the order of the
questions or rephrase them in such a manner that their
meaningisaltered. Inthetourism pattern survey theseerrors
weredealt with by hiring interviewerswith experience from
other Statistics Iceland surveys, by interviewer training and
by carefully explaining the questionnaire to them before the
survey began.

Processing errors. Thereisawaysapossibility of making
an error when classifying individua “open” questions that
cal for a classification after the interview is over. This
appliesin particular to questionson level of education. Such
errorsmay betheresult of insufficientinformationintheraw
data, unclear instructions regarding the classification codes
and coding mistakes. Every attempt has been made to keep
theseprocessing errorsat aminimum by careful editing of the
dataand systematic computer search for any inconsistencies.

Design errors. An inadequate structure and design of a
survey may lead to resultsthat areinconsistent with thereal
situation. The wording of questions may cause a misunder-
standing and variationsin the order of questionsmay lead to
diverging answers. In the first of the three stages of the
survey the mistake was made of posing the question on
incometo all participants without regard to their household
status. This caused considerable non-response and uncer-
tainty in the answers, especidly in the case of sampled
teenagers who were asked about the total income of their
household, i.e. their own income and that of their parents.
This mistake was corrected in the two subsequent stages of
the survey by asking only married or cohabiting persons
about the combinedincomeof therespondent in questionand
his or her spouse or partner, while other participants were
only questioned about their ownincome. Inorder tomakethe
first stage of the survey comparable with the other two, the
answers to the question on income were discarded in the
processing if a household was composed of more than one
grown-up person and the sampled person was neither mar-
ried nor cohabiting.

8. Concepts

Tourists. A touristisapersontravelling to aplaceother than
hisor her usual environment who staysovernight at theplace
visited for at least one night.

Tourismtrip. Atripreferstothetravel of apersontoaplace
other than hisor her usual environment wherehe or she stays
for at least one night. The usua environment of a person
consists of thevicinity of hisor her home and place of work
or study. Thusastay by crew membersaboard aship doesnot
count as atourism trip nor does a stay in hospital or prison.
Regular trips to private summer houses, however, are in-
cluded in tourism even though some people may consider
their summer house astheir second home. The survey ques-
tionnaire included questions on all forms of trips taken by
peopleaged 1174 but excluded children under theage of 11
yearstaking trips without the company of the parent partici-
pating in the survey.

Month. The month of travel isthe month of departure even
though the greatest part of the trip took place the following
month.

Type of accommodation. Thisis classified by the type of
accommodation facility, e.g. a hotel, guesthouse, camping
site or stay with relatives and friends. If a person has used
more than one type of accommodation in the same trip, the
type used for the greatest number of overnight stays is
selected.

Meansof transport. Means of transport refersto that used
for the longest stretch of atrip.

Destination. Destination isthe main destination of atrip or
the place where the tourist concerned stays for the greatest
number of nights.

Organizationof trip. Respondentswereasked whether they
had been assisted by atravel agency in planning a package
tour or in some other aspect of planning their trips, for
instance hiring a car or procuring accommodation.

Tourism expenditure. Thisreferstothetotal expenditurein
someway associated with thetrip. Incaseswheremorethan
onepersontravelled together, therespondent was questioned
about thetotal expenditure and the number of personsincur-
ring those expenses. Tourism expenditure, therefore, relates
to one person only.

Income. Married or cohabiting respondents were asked
about the combined incomes of themselves and their spouse
or partner in 1995. Other respondentswereasked about their
own income in 1995.

Weightsand calculations. Totals and percentages are esti-
mated by applying weightsto each answer with referenceto
age and sex. Weights are calculated with the following
proportion:

As described above the question on income in the year
1995 in the first stage of the tourism survey was not fully
comparable to the questions on the same subject in subse-

quent surveys. The non-response of these particular ques-
tionswas somewhat greater than for other questions, but this
non-response was not equally distributed between al re-
spondent groups. In order to correct this inconsistency and
counter the effects of non-response on the final results, all
answers in the first survey given by respondents who were
neither married nor cohabiting were omitted and so were
answers from respondents living in households with two or
moregrown-ups. Thenext stepwasto calculatetheprobable
value for income in 1995 by means of regression anaysis
based on valid answersin al three surveys and an examina-
tion of the relationships between annual income and the
variablessex, age, socio-economic group, education, marital
status, number of childrenin household, and household size.
