10. English summary

Introduction

The summer of 2000 was the third summer of
archaeological investigations at the old farm-site
at Reykholt since they were resumed by the
National Museum of Iceland after an interval of
nine years!8. Last summer reasonably well pre-
served remains, dating to the medieval period,
began to emerge. The investigation received
good publicity in the media. An application was
made for a higher grant for this year, it was
granted and enabled a longer excavation session
with more staff. These investigations, which
have been financed by the Government, form
part of an effort by the Ministry of Education to
find a new role for this historic site and the old
school buildings. The aim is to make the site into
a cultural centre and a centre for visitors. The
establishment of a medieval research centre,
Snorrastofa, dedicated to the memory of the poet
and statesman Snorri Sturluson, forms part of
these efforts. The centre was opened this sum-
mer by King Harald of Norway during an offi-
cial state visit, in the presence of the President of
Iceland, Mr Olafur Ragnar Grimsson, the
Minister of Education, Bjorn Bjarnason and other
dignitaries.

The investigations this summer which were a
direct continuation of the excavation of last year
lasted for nine weeks. The excavation team
avaraged eleven archaeologists and students of
archaeology and related subjects. Taking part the
whole time were Dr. Gudriin Sveinbjarnardéttir
(director), Guomundur H. Jénsson (assistant
director), Eavan O'Dochartaigh (archaeologist)

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and Daniel Rhodes (archaeologist); for most of
the time Caroline Powell (archaeologist), Derek
Watson (zooarchaeologist; research student,
University College London), Helgi Orn
Pétursson (conservation student, University of
Cardiff) and Kristjan Ahronson (archaeologist;
research student, Edinburgh University), for
shorter periods, Philip I. Buckland (palaeoento-
mologist; research student, Umea University),
Margrét Gudjonsdottir (ethnologist; local pri-
mary school teacher), Anna Lisa Gudmunds-
dottir (geologist; Arbaer Museum), and the
archaeology students Aarto Palovaara and
Florian Huber (University of Umea), Elisabeth
Windmiiller (University of Arhus) and Dyveke
Larsen (University of Copenhagen) for 4 weeks
each.

A number of specialists visited the excavation
for shorter periods. The zooarchaeologists dr
Tom McGovern, Hunter College, New York, dr
Sophia Perdikaris, Brooklyn College, New York
and Clayton Tinsley, CUNY Northern Science
and Education Centre, New York, excavated part
of the midden for three days in July. Intact
remains of it had been encountered to the west of
the school building when a trench was dug there
in autumn 1999. The report with their findings
can be found in appendix 1 in this report. At the
same time Karen Milek, a research student at the
University of Cambridge, visited for a few days.
She specializes in micromorphology and took
samples for such studies from the floor layers of
structure 10 (see chapter 4). The analysis will
throw light on how the floors were formed, what
functions were performed in the room and what
conditions were like. Additional samples were
taken for her from the floor of another structure
(see chapter 5). Samples were also taken from
these floor-layers for the study of plant remains
which will be undertaken by Gardar Gudmunds-
son, Institute of Archaeology, Iceland, pollen, by
Professor Kevin Edwards, University of
Aberdeen, and insect remains, by Philip
Buckland, University of Umea.

This summer saw the initiation of one of the proj-
ects discussed at a workshop held last summer on
the Reykholt interdisciplinary research project
connected to the excavationl?. Tryggvi Mar
Ingvarsson, a geography student at the University

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of Iceland, worked on a project for his BSc under
the supervision of dr Gudrin Gisladéttir, lecturer
of geography, dr Helgi Porldksson, professor of
history and Svavar Sigmundsson, director of the
Place-Name Institute in Iceland. The project
involved collecting and putting cultural geo-
graphical data on the area around Reykholt into
GIS, in conjunction with the mapping of place-
names and archaeological remains, including
major travel routes. Grants were secured for this
project from a student development fund at the
University of Iceland, the State Road Works and
the Place-Name Institute. The results, which will
appear in Tryggvi's BSc dissertation, may be the
beginning on the road to understanding the suc-
cess and development of Reykholt as a farm
through the centuries.

Related to Tryggvi's project is a project being
undertaken by a Canadian masters student,
Courtney Cameron, at the University of
Edmonton. She visited the excavation for a week
and took soil samples from infields at Reykholt
and neighbouring farms, intending to study soil
productivity and make a comparison with analy-
sis of similar samples from GUS, a farm-site in
the Western Settlement in Greenland which was
abandoned in the medieval period. The aim is to
study differences in farming methods and
through that the sustainability of agriculture.

Dr Andrew Dugmore, a lecturer of geography at
the University of Edinburgh, visited the excava-
tion with some colleagues and took cores from
sediments in lakes near the site. He is interested
in involving his students in a study of the
tephrochronology and vegetation in the area as
part of the interdisciplinary project. Coll-
aboration between the departments of geogra-
phy at the University of Edinburgh and the
University of Iceland are in the pipeline.

1. The state of the excavation by the end
of 1999

No further remains were found to the south of
the farm-site proper, i.e. under the house torn
down before excavation started in 1999, and the
main emphasis was put on continued work in
the already opened area of the farm-site.

The northernmost part of the dug-down pas-
sage-way appeared underneath the southern-
most part of the drain belonging to the passage-
way of the 17th - 19th century farm houses. It
turned sharply to the east into the corner of
structure 10 which had been built on top of it. At
the very end of the passage three stone steps had
been uncovered by the end of the season. More
steps were predicted in the still unexcavated
area between these steps and the bottom of the
passage exposed in area III the previous year.
The difference in height was over a meter.

The relationship between structures 10 and 11,
which stood end to end, was still uncertain.
Remains of wood panelling had been found in
both structures, whereas post-holes had only
been found in structure 10. Structure 11, which
had been used as a rubbish tip after it came out
of use, did at some stage seem to be older than
structure 10. The relationship between these
structures and structure 12, at the northern edge
of the excavation area, was also uncertain. The
presence of flat stones, possibly floor slabs, at the
north side of the wall where the 50 - 60 cm high
piles of geyserite stones are placed at 1 m inter-
vals, suggested that these piles were on the
inside of the structure. This interpretation was
supported by wood remains, possibly those of
panelling, found in this location. Two of the piles
had flat stones, up to 1 m in diameter, on the top.
In the centre of one of these there was a man-
made hole in which something must have rested.
No comparable construction is known in
Iceland. This and the function of some stones
with traces of sulfur on them, also found at the
northern edge of the excavation area, were to be
clarified with the extension of the area to the
north. In about 1930 a geyserite stone formed
like a drain was found when a byre and barn
were built not far from this location. It was sug-

gested that steam was led along this drain for
heating purposes or even for use for example in
a sauna. This find and the stones with traces of
sulfur may very well be linked.

The orientation of a turf-wall interpreted as such
in trench A - B in 1987 and thought to contain the
so-called landndm tephra, was not established
when area VII, 4 x 3 m in size, was opened in the
garden west of the excavation area. This was due
to the deposits in the area having been dis-
turbed. The presence of midden remains,
thought still to be in place to the west of the
school building, was, on the other hand, con-
firmed in area VIIL

2. Objectives of the 2000 investigation.
These were twofold. First, to carry on with the
excavation of the farm-site itself and extend the
main area to the north and the east. Second, to
investigate the midden belonging to the farm,
remains of which had been discovered in
autumn 1999 to the west of the old school-build-
ing. Among the main tasks at the farm-site itself
were the following. To clarify the connection of
the dug-down passage-way to the farm build-
ings and to establish the date of these remains. It
became clear by the end of last year that struc-
ture 10 was built on top of the passage-way. To
clarify the internal relationship between struc-
tures 10 and 11 which lie end to end. At the end
of last year structure 11 seemed to be the older of
the two. To throw further light on structure 12
and the remains of the use of geothermal energy
at the site through an investigation of the
enlarged area to the north. To investigate if any
remains were left intact underneath the byre and
barn which had been erected to the east of the
excavation area in about 1930.

Methodology

In the main the same methodology was adopted
as last year, that of open-area excavation with
the occasional use of trenches to reveal stratifica-
tion. The single context recording system was
adopted, giving each deposit a running number,
starting with 445, where we ended last summer,
preceeded by a letter-code indicating the type of
context. CS stands for stone, CL for layer or
deposit, CC for cut and CF for fill. Each context
was recorded on a recording sheet similar to

those used by the Museum of London. It was
then drawn and photographed.

A grid had been laid out on the site in 1987. The
datum point is X200, Y100 with X increasing to
the north and Y to the east. The area was divid-
ed into 5 x 5 m squares for drawing purposes to
facilitate subsequent processing. The height
above sea level point is a bolt in the pavement at
the north side of the entrance into Utgardar, the
south wing of the hotel. An EDM was used for
recording all contexts, finds and samples. This
summer a digital camera was used for the first
time to make photographic records.

Areas of excavation

The excavation area as it was by the end of last
summer was enlarged by about 10 m to the north
(fig. 3). In addition, a test area of c. 2 x 2 m was
opened to the east, where there is now the con-
crete foundation of a byre and barn.

In September last year a trench for a hot water
pipeline had to be dug on the south and west
sides of the old school-building. This was in con-
nection with the renovation of the building. At
the south-western corner of the school, remains
of the midden, into which the building had been
built, appeared. This area was called area VIIL. A
4.5 m stretch of the trench was opened up in
front of the entrance to the school in order to
investigate the condition and age of the midden.
The main emphasis was this summer laid on
investigating the farm-site proper. The excava-
tion team was working half and half in the new
area, named area IX, and the old area, now con-
sisting mainly of areas IV and V (see fig. 3).
These areas have, until this year, been divided by
a pipe trench which cut diagonally across the
site, with area IV to the east of it and area V to the
west extending up to the drain of the passage in
the 17th - 19th century passage-way house. This
trench has now disappeared making areas 1V
and V into one. Structures 10 and 11, which this
summer merged into one structure, fall to a large
extent into area V and structure 12 into area IV.
Investigation at the southern end of the excava-
tion area was to a large extent completed this
summer. Excavation in area IX is not as far
advanced as that of the rest of the area. The over-
all plan is, therefore, not to be regarded as a
whole picture of the remains.
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The excavation process

Before the excavation started, a day had been
spent vith the operator of a mechanical digger
opening up the new area. The excavation proper
started on the 5th of June and finished on the 4th
of August. During the first week six archaeolo-
gists worked at the site, there were eleven of us
for the next seven weeks and nine for the last
week. With the help of a local youth who started
to clear the turf laid down to cover the site for
the winter, it took only a day to finish it. The site
was well preserved after the winter and the tim-
ber frames which had been built to support the
most vulnerable dry-stone walls had held them
in place.

The crew was divided roughly evenly between
working on the new and the old excavation area.
We decided to employ a small mechanical digger
to remove another 20-30 cm of earth and stones
from area IX down to a layer of turf representing
the remains of structures which had been flat-
tened out in the area.

For the first month our efforts were mainly
devoted to the excavation of area IX and of struc-
tures 10 and 11. Excavation of the latter was fin-
ished this summer. For the latter month part of
the crew carried on with excavation in area IV
from where it stood last year, starting by break-
ing up part of the concrete foundation for the
byre and barn which had been erected at the
eastern edge of the excavation area to see if any
remains were still intact under it. Excavation
work in this area was not completed and it is
least advanced in area IX. A number of barrel
pits were encountered in this area, which took a
long time to investigate and the level of the top
of structure 12 in area IV was not reached in area
IX. The nature of this structure has, therefore, not
yet been clarified.

In area VIII, west of the school building, a small
mechanical digger emptied out the fill of the
trench in front of the entrance to the building so
that the zooarchaeologists from New York could
investigate part of the midden encountered there
when the trench was dug last autumn. The
investigation took 3 days in mid July after which
the ditch was filled in again in time for the visit
by the King and Queen of Norway to Reykholt at
the end of July.

The weather was on the whole dry and good for
excavation. We only lost the equivalent of two



days because of wet weather. There were some
windy days when blowing sand and earth affect-
ed our work. On the whole the summer was
characterised by unusually dry weather, so
much so that the excavation area had to be sprin-
kled regularly with water. At the end of the sea-
son the excavation area was, like last year, cov-
ered with a cloth through which water can seep,
with turf on top. The dug-down passage-way
and structures 10 and 11 were filled with bags of
pumice with the aim of supporting the dry-stone
walling until after the completion of the excava-
tion when decisions will be made as to how to
present the remains to visitors. The excavation
area was then fenced off for the winter.

We had planned to have an information officer
on site giving information about the excavation
which had been so popular last year, but the per-
son employed fell ill at the last minute and it was
not possible to find a replacement with such
short notice. The stream of tourists was large as
before and the excavation crew took turns giving
out information if required. Reykholt being such
a popular tourist destination, it is desirable to be
able to offer the services of an information officer
on site in the future.

The information panels prepared by the infor-
mation officer last year and put up on site at the
end of the excavation were not updated, but the
panels put up as part of an exhibition in the
church hall were still there together with a short
video tape of the excavation last year. Two indi-
viduals recorded some of the excavation on tape
this summer.

3. Excavation of dug-down passage-way.
By the end of last year it was clear that the pas-
sage-way turned sharply to the east and ended
at the southwest corner of structure 10. Three
stone steps had been unearthed and on the top
step a birch branch was recovered and sent for
14C dating. The results were as follows:

A total of 10 steps had been unearthed by the
end of the summer with the potential of a further
1-2 steps in the as yet unexcavated meter or so of
the passage-way to where it was fully excavated
in area III in 1998. This estimate is based on the
distance between the steps excavated this sum-
mer, which is between 17 and 22 cm, and the dif-
ference in height between the bottom step exca-
vated this summer and the bottom of the pas-
sage-way in area III. The difference in height
between the top step and the bottom of the pas-
sage-way in area IIl is 2.12 m.

The top 5 steps are well made with the top one
being made of a slab of geyserite, formed into a
straight edge and inserted into sterile at the edge
of structure 10 (see fig. 5). It is clear from the way
the eastern side of the passage-way wall runs
alongside the southern wall of structure 10 (see
overall plan) and also the fact that the western
gable of structure 10 was built on top of the top
step, that the passage-way pre-dates structure
10. There is, however, no sign of it lying under-
neath the cut made for structure 10. It could be
contemporary with the cut which later became
part of structure 10. This can, however, unfortu-
nately not be established with certainty.

The next 5 steps were more insubstantial, con-
sisting in two cases of long columnar basalt
slabs. All had earth between them and the next
step up. The lower fill encountered in the pas-
sage-way last summer was found all the way to
the bottom of what was excavated this summer.
It was mixed with peat-ash, turf and sandy
flecks. A sample of it was wet-sieved, revealing
only broken bits of geyserite and pebbles. Below
it there was a layer of dark, mixed turf, followed
by a thin layer of earth resting on top of the
steps. Two wood samples were retrieved from
the fill this summer. One was a branch (SW14),
the other a piece of charred wood (SC15)
analysed as willow (salix sp., see appendix 2).
The latter was sent for 1#C dating to the Beta
Analytic laboratory in the U.S.A. The results
were as follows:

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This is a somewhat lower date than was
obtained on last year's sample and fits better
with the idea that the passage was being used
during Snorri Sturluson's occupation in the 13th
century.

The only find from the passage-way so far are
two textile fragments (FF187), showing signs of
belonging to a garment.

4. Excavation of structures 10 and 11.

The investigation of these two structures, which
lie end to end at the end of the dug-down pas-
sage-way, was completed this summer and the
relationship between the two, which was uncer-
tain last year, was established. A sample of
charred wood, analysed as birch and taken from
the upper floor layer of structure 10 last summer
was sent for 14C dating yielding the following
results:

This suggests that the upper floor of the struc-
ture was in use sometime between the 15t and
17th centuries, a date which supports strati-
graphic indications of the date of these layers,
such as the fact that the passage-way farm,
which has been dated to between the 17th and
19th centuries, overlies structure 10, and the dug-
down passage-way leading from Snorri's pool,
dated to between the 11th and 15t centuries,
underlies it. A second sample of charred wood
from structure 10 was sent for 14C dating and
gave the following results:

This high date, making the structure 5-6000
years old, is totally out of place with other indi-
cations of its date and can probably be explained
in terms of the wood having been preserved in
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peat before it was burnt. This is a well known
problem and a reminder of the care which has to
be shown in dealing with 14C dates.

The cultural layers found in structure 10 were
completely different to those found in structure
11, suggesting different functions for the two
and at different times. The south wall of both
structures did, however, proove to form one
whole showing that the two were originally one
house, which was just under 10 m long and
about 2.5-3.5 m wide (see overall plan). At a later
stage this large house was divided up into three
sections with two pairs of large, square stone
foundations (see fig. 4).

The westernmost section was the largest of the
three, c. 3 x 2.3 m in size. It is narrower than the
rest of the building and seems to have been in
use the longest. It contained several floor layers,
none of which, however, covered the whole sur-
face, four post holes, one near each corner of the
room, three of which proved to be dug down
into the natural gravel base of the structure
(CC418, 399, 405), and remains of wood along
the sides suggesting wood panelling. Soil sam-
ples were taken from the floors for the study of
plant and insect remains (SI10), pollen (SP55)
and micromorphology (SM53-55). A quantity of
animal bone was found in the structure, includ-
ing the nearly complete scull of a sheep. Our
zooarchaeologist, Derek Watson, suggested that
a sheep might have been allowed to rot in the
structure. Some remains of wood were also
found which might have belonged to the
roof/floor of the room (see discussion below).

A sample of charred wood (SC18) was taken from
the same clay-layer (403) sample SC25 was dated
from last year, but from the lowest level. It was
analysed as birch and gave the following results:

The date is wide ranging and post-dates the
results of a sample taken from the uppermost
layers in the building, suggesting that the sam-
ple has been contaminated and that there may



also be a problem with the stratigraphy in the
building. This needs further study.

In the eastern half of the structure the fill was
completely different, consisting of peat ash, none
of which was found in the western half. It was
clear that the house had been filled with peat ash
before the dividing walls were inserted. The peat
ash stopped abruptly half way underneath the
western division.

It was noticable that the bottom of the structure,
which was dug down into the natural, was par-
ticularly light in colour. It was suggested that
this might be as a result of geothermal activity in
the area. A soil sample from the surface was
analysed the results of which did not support
this view (appendix 3). It was, however, not
ruled out that the surface could have been affect-
ed by hot water or steam. If this turns out to be
correct, it will be an indication of the use of hot
water domestically in the medieval period at
Reykholt. This will be investigated further dur-
ing the next excavation season.

The walls consist of a stone foundation on the
inside, generally preserved as a single row of
stones, with a fill of turf and earth on the out-
side. A ditch has been cut for the foundation
extending on average 25 cm away from the stone
wall. The inside of the structure is also dug
down by about 25 cm. The walls consist in most
places of one row of stones, but in the eastern
end where the structure is most dug down, there
are 5-6 rows. In the western part, structure 10,
the internal sides run evenly down to the bot-
tom, whereas the rest of the structure has a nar-
row groove along the centre leaving raised
'benches' along the sides and eastern gable (see
overall plan).

The only entrance into the house is in the south-
east corner. It is an approximately 2 m long
paved passage made in parts of large boulders.
The access to the entrance is dug down.

None of the finds in the structure can be used for
dating. In the western half the finds were some
iron lumps (FI15, 31, 36) and animal bones
(FB230, 231, 233, 234, 235, 237, 241, 249, 250), in
the eastern half mammal bones (FB18, 28, 39, 42,
48, 54, 75, 90), fish bones (FB48, 55, 232), a whet-
stone of fine chist (FS86, Fig. 12), and fragments
of baking slates (FS85, 108, 125; Fig. 11), probably
imported from Norway. A sample of wood
(SW8) found in this part of the sturcture was

analysed as birch (betula sp.) and sent for 14C
dating yielding the following results:

These results put the date of the wood between
the 10th and 13t centuries.

5. Excavation in area IV.

Last year saw the emergence of structure 12 in
this area, a 5,5 m long wall made up of a single
row of stones with three stone-built piles, 60 cm
high, placed at even 1 m intervals on the outside
of it (see overall plan). These piles were made of
geyserite and on top of the eastern and middle
pile there were large flat slabs one of which had
a man-made hole. The wall had been put in a cut
(CC604) with a gravel fill (CL605) and there were
paving slabs to the north of it, perhaps repre-
senting flooring.

In the area to the east of this structure and of a
baulk which had been left standing, orientated
north-south and extending south into structure
11, a peat-ash deposit (CL436) which last year
was thought to have been thrown into a struc-
ture with turf walls (CL437 and 435), turned out
to extend underneath turf deposit 435. Close to
the baulk a row of stones (CS593), orientated
north-south and disappearing into the section
(see overall plan), has been interpreted as form-
ing part of structure 12.

To the south of the peat-ash deposit, turf with the
landndm tephra, now dated to 871 +-2 years?],
was found in a limited area extending to the west
of the baulk. On the west side of the baulk a
square pit was encountered cut into the turf and
filled with gravel. This was obviously a rubbish
pit in which the following artefacts were found:
Two whetstones (FS189, 194) made of chist, a cop-
per nail (FK213), a stone lamp with a handle
(FS214, fig. 11), an iron nail (FI216) and eight frag-
ments belonging to a wooden container (FW217).
One of them was a stave 14 x 10 cm in size with a
hole close to one end, probably part of a bucket or
other such container. None of these objects can be

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dated precisely, but both whetstones and stone
lamps were used in medieval times.
To the east of the turf with the landnam tephra
there was more turf (CL544), possibly the
remains of a wall, with a floor deposit (CL565) to
the east of it in which fourteen stake holes were
found. They did not form a definite pattern. In
the floor there was a barrel cut (CC564), 1 m in
diameter. The barrel itself, of which some wood
remained, had been 80 ¢cm in diameter with fine
gravel all around for insulation. The floor
extended under the concrete foundation of the
byre and barn which stood to the east of the
excavation area, by which the barrel cut had
been cut in half.
Underneath these layers there were some layers
of peat-ash (CL569, 573) and underneath these
the remains of a structure which nature is as yet
unclear. Towards the north of the area two floor-
layers were found (CL571 og 577). The upper
one (CL571) was redeposited and contained the
following artefacts:

1. Anatural branch, probably of birch (FW177,
fig. 7), carved on one side of the knot (see
front cover of report), the other side has
been levelled flat. One of the two branches
has a hollow in the side and has also been
levelled. The object is broken below the
carving which consists of oval eyes with
linked eyebrows. Signe Fuglesang, a spe-
cialist in Viking art at the Centre for Viking
and Medieval Studies at the University of
Oslo, was sent a picture of the object and
has, on stylistic grounds, suggested a 10t or
11th date for the carving.

2. Two strips of leather (FL175).

3. Mammal and fish bones (FB245).

Below this floor there are deep organic deposits

(CL577). They have not yet been excavated but a

test pit was dug showing that they are about 30

cm thick. Samples were taken for the study of

insect and plant remains (5168-73, SI75) and for
micromorphological analysis (SM76-80).

To the south of this floor layer there was first a

strip of natural (CL580) with some stake holes,

then a strip of turf (CF584), possibly the remains
of a wall with some stones in it (CS585). There is
another turf-layer south of that (CL586) for
which a cut (CC587) was made into natural

(CL588). At the boundary between the turf and

natural there were some stake holes. South of
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that was the cut (CC406) for structure 10/11. The
cut was, among other layers, made through the
previously mentioned turf- and stone wall
(CS585, CF584). This means that structure 10/11
is younger than the remains in area IV which
have just been described.

At this stage the following can be said about the
remains in area IV. It is suggested that the wall
with stone-built piles, structure 12, is probably
the south side of a structure, orientated east-
west. The northern half of it would then be still
unexcavated in area IX. A row of stones orientat-
ed north-south probably belongs to the same
structure. The same cut is made for both walls
into the same layer as the cut for the walls of
structure 10/11 further to the south. This might
suggest that structure 10/11 and structure 12 are
contemporary. The other remains in the eastern
half of the area are, on the other hand, older as
demonstrated above.

The date of structure 10/11 is still somewhat
uncertain. On stratigraphic grounds it could be
of a 13th/14th century date. Such a date would fit
in well with the dating of the organic deposit
found north of the sturcture, to the 10th or 11th
century on the basis of the carved object found in
it. Stratigraphically this floor deposit has already
been shown to be older than structure 10/11. We
hope to be able to retrieve some suitable organic
material for 14C dating from the samples taken
from the lower floor.

Investigations of cultural deposits underneath
the foundation for the byre and barn which
stood to the east of the excavation area showed
that the foundation has not damaged all the
remains which are there. The structures extend-
ed about 15 m to the east of the excavation area.

6. Excavation in area IX

The mechanical digger opened up a new area
extending about 10 m to the north of the existing
excavation area and removed about 50 cm of the
topsoil. Some fragmentary remains were
encountered and photographed, and a furhter
20-30 cm were removed with a smaller mechani-
cal digger down to a layer of mixed turf (CL451)
which covered the southern part of the area. This
is what remains of buildings which stood here
last and were torn down. A few objects of recent
dates were found in this layer, such as fragments
of clay-pipes and pottery.



The first relatively complete layer encountered
in this area covered the western half of it. It was
dark in colour, very organic and thickest in the
centre. It overlay part of a turf wall which
appeared along the whole of the northern edge
of the area, extended almost to the southern edge
of it, to the west it was bounded by the passage-
way belonging to the passage-way farm which
occupation has been dated to between the 17th
and 19t centuries on the basis of finds in its
floor-layers, and to the east by a stone wall ori-
entated north-south. This wall divided the area
in effect in two, with very organic floor-layers
belonging to different stages of the food-storage
room to the west, and several turf layers to the
east of it. A number of artefacts were found in
this floor-layer, including a fragment of flint, a
loomweight, fragments of pottery such as
faience, redware, stoneware, porcelain and
whiteware, whetstones (e.g. FS 30, fig. 12), a can-
dle-holder of iron and copper fragments, glass
from bottles, textiles and animal bones. These
artifacts are of dates similar to those found in the
floor-layers of the passage-way farm. This floor
seems to belong to a room in the passage-way
farm, but no remains were found of its northern
and southern walls.

The previously mentioned passage-way belong-
ing to the second last farm-house complex of the
farm-mound, extends along the western edge of
the area. About 22 m have now been found of its
length. The end of it, in the northwest corner, is
disturbed. The walls of the passage were made
of an inner face of stone with turf at the outside,
there were flagstones in the floor with a drain
underneath. Two steps were found in this part of
it, elevating the somewhat southward sloping
passage by 37 cm. There is a less substantial
drain in this part than further south where the
drain is also dug down. This can probably be
explained by a drain being more essential at the
south on a southward slope. The finds in and
around the passage-way were similar to those
found in floor layer 448 and described above.
The turf wall running along the northern edge of
the area (CL446) lies underneath the passage-
way. All the floor-layers in this area, succeeding
CL448 which overlay the wall in parts, stop by
this wall. It was made entirely of turf, flattened
out to a maximum width of almost 2 m and pre-
served upto a height of 35 cm.

The uppermost floor-layer belonging to this wall
was dark, organic and layered, full of charcoal
and peat ash (CL517). It was bounded by a turf-
and stone wall (CL541) to the south, a stone-wall
(C5450) to the east, but the boundary to the west
was uncertain as was its relationship with the
passage-way. The area this floor-layer covered
was about 7 x 4 m in extent, it contained a num-
ber of small cuts and three larger barrel cuts
(CC503, 530 and 536). Some of the smaller cuts
might be those of post-holes; the ones in ques-
tion contained some remains of wood and flat
stones lining the edges; but there was no pattern
to the lay-out to help interpret them. They varied
in depth, with the deepest one being 23 cm deep,
and two of them were filled, on the one hand
with two half hammer stones and a loom-
weight, on the other with two loom-weights and
half a hammer stone, suggesting that they were
put there deliberately to fill in the holes.

The three barrel cuts belonging to this floor-layer
were located in the western half of the structure
(see overall plan). The one furthest south
(CC503) was 70 cm in diameter and 25 cm deep.
It was filled with stones but also contained some
remains of wood. In it were found three half
hammer stones, textile fragments, a fragment of
a faience container and thin, ribbled glass, prob-
ably belonging to a drinking vessel.

To the north of this cut was a larger one (CC530),
in which most of the barrel was still preserved
(see fig. 8). It was 1.28 x 1.33 m in diameter and
57 cm deep, with part of the wooden base pre-
served. The staves were 1-1.5 cm thick and 6-13
cm wide and there was no sign of a hoop around
them, either on the inside or the outside.
Samples were taken of the wood. One sample
has already been sent for analysis to a geologist
at the Nordic Volcanological Institute in Reykja-
vik. Attempts will e.g. be made to establish what
was stored in the barrel. A 1.15 m long and 5-6
cm wide/thick piece of wood (FW162) was
found underlying the base. It had 7 irregularly
spaced holes, in two of which wooden pegs were
preserved. It does not belong to the barrel and
must have landed in the cut before the barrel
was placed there. Similar pieces of wood were
e.g. found during excavations in Gamlebyen in
Oslo??, function unknown. The cut for the barrel

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was 1.44 x 1.56 m in diameter and there was a fill
of gravel all around the wood. After the barrel
fell out of use it filled with different layers of
peat-ash. The top layer was bright pink, then a
layer of black, then pink, dark brown and black,
a pink lens, and a light brown and grey layer
with bits of coal at the bottom.

Just to the west of this barrel was another cut
(CC536), similar in size, partly underlying the
passage-way. The western half of it was covered
by the turf wall of the passage-way, the eastern
half by floor-layer 448. The cut was about 1.5 m
in diameter and 50 cm deep. Unlike 530 it con-
tained no remains of the wooden staves, but
some faint remains of the base and a quantity of
stones in the bottom with sand underneath. This
will have acted as insulation for the barrel to sit
on. After the barrel came out of use and was per-
haps removed, the cut filled with organic mate-
rial with flecks of peat ash in it. At the top there
were 3-5 cm of floor-layer 517 showing that the
barrel had been scrapped before the room came
out of use. The fill contained some textile frag-
ments.

When the gravel fill surrounding barrels 530 and
536 had been emptied out, it became clear that
their cuts joined to form one large cut (see over-
all plan).

The thickness of floor-layer 517 varied from 5-10
cm. A number of artefacts were found in it,
including fragments of pottery such as faience,
redware, stoneware, porcelain and whiteware,
glass fragments, an amber bead, loom-weights,
half hammer stones, whetstones, textile frag-
ments and animal bones. These objects are all
post-medieval in date and similar to finds from
the passage-way house.

The burnt layers in this structure suggest that it
was used as a kitchen during its later stages.
Before that it was used as a dairy, an interpreta-
tion supported by the three barrel cuts. In lower
layers many more such cuts were found.
Underneath 517 and bounded by the same walls,
was a layer consisting of many layers of peat-ash
(CL534). Soon barrel cuts appeared in the eastern
half of this layer. The first one to appear was in
the southeast corner (CC532). It was about 1 m in
diameter, filled with a thin layer of peat-ash
(CF533) followed by stones (CS540) and a clayey,
mixed layer (CL544). In this shallow cut, which
had been put into a larger cut (CC600), were
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found mammal bones and remains of a wooden
container, including a 15 cm long stave, 4 cm
wide, with a groove across it at one end. CC600,
into which this smaller cut had been put, was
about 1.6 m in diameter when the gravel had
been emptied out of it and about 50 cm deep. It
was lined by gravel at the sides and base.

To the north of these cuts an oblong fleck
(CC560) of peat-ash appeared. It was full of
burnt remains but its function was not clear, and
it overlay parts of two barrel cuts, CC600 and
606.

Along the middle of the northern wall of the
dairy, just east of cut 530, six barrel cuts
appeared, overlapping each other. The first one
to appear was CC558, which was about 1 m in
diameter, shallow, with grey coloured gravel in
the bottom, covered with a charcoal layer which
seems to have been deposited there after the bar-
rel came out of use. This cut seems to cut anoth-
er one, CC559, which was about 1.3 m in diame-
ter. Under 559 and 558 was another cut, CC578.
We have here at least three different phases of
barrels. Between 558 and 530 was CC557. It was
1.15 m in diameter and about 50 cm deep, with
faint remains of the wooden base at the bottom
and some at the side as well. The cut was 1.5 m
in diameter and there was gravel fill all around.
It cut a smaller cut, CC568, which was about 70
cm in diameter and had some wooden remains.
This cut first appeared when the gravel fill for
557 had been removed.

To the south of these cuts, at the south wall of the
dairy, a barrel cut appeared, CC602. It was 1.8 m
in diameter after it had been emptied out. In the
northeast corner still another cut was found,
CC606. It was about 1.4 m in diameter and 25 cm
deep. A round metal object, perhaps a button,
was found in the dark brown and grey clay fill.
The composite floor layer 534 in which the above
cuts were found, varied in thickness, from 1-2
cm to 60 cm in places. Among the artefacts found
in it were remains of textile and wool, half a
hammer stone, iron fragments and burnt bone.
None of these is precisely datable. All the barrel
cuts in this layer are located in the eastern half of
the dairy and it is clear that they had come out of
use when the ones in the western half of the
house were made. From the way the cuts over-
lap, at least three phases can be detected in this
part of the building: the youngest barrels are 558



and 532, next come 557 and 559 and the oldest
ones are 568, 578, 600, 602 og 606, although some
of the last mentioned could belong to the middle
phase. Underneath this layer was a layer of
mixed turf with gravel (CL574). An almost
whole spindle whorl of sandstone (FS185, fig. 11)
was found in it. It is 4.3 cm in diameter, 1.85 cm
high and the hole is 1.3 cm in diameter. This was
the level the excavation got to this summer.
Unlike the deposits encountered in the western
half of area IX, the ones found to the east of
stone-wall C5450 consisted of more or less a con-
tinuous layer of mixed turf (CL445). It seemed to
be bounded by the turf wall (CL446) to the north,
another turf wall to the west (CL454) which
seemed to be part of the stone wall (CS450) form-
ing the eastern gable of the dairy. 40-50 cm down
into the mixed turf it became mixed with grey
peat-ash which seemed to underly the wall
Towards the bottom of the mixed turf layer (445)
a fragment of a spindle whorl (FS209, fig. 11)
made of sandstone was found.

To the south of the mixed turf layer, a 4 m long,
1.5 m wide wall fragment made of an inner and
an outer face of stone (CS455) filled with turf
(CL454) ran out of the eastern side of the excava-
tion area heading west. Underneath it there was
a rubbish layer (CL595) in which mammal and
fish-bones were found, and below that a 1 m
wide paved area (CS596) with the same orinta-
tion as the wall above, but lying to the north of it
(see overall plan). It was flanked by a wall to the
north made of a row of stones on the inner edge
and turf on the outside. There is some more
paving to the north and west. Overlying it is
what might be an older phase of the eastern
gable of the dairy. These remains are fragmen-
tary and unclear.

The same can be said about the remains south of
the dairy where the remains of floor-layers
together with other fragments of buildings were
found. Furthest west a thick floor layer was
encountered, CL579, in which some objects were
found, including some wooden ones, such as
pegs, perhaps needles and other tools. None can
be precisely dated and these remains are too
fragmentary for any meaningful interpretation
at this stage.

7. Excavation in area VIII.

When a trench was dug for a hot water pipe in
autumn 1999 along the west side of the old
school building, the intact remains of the mid-
den, into which the school had been built, were
encountered. The trench had been made about 2
m away from the house and was about 1.2 m
deep. The midden deposits went down to the
bottom in the southern end of the trench (see fig.
10) where it is likely to be 2-3 m thick. Well pre-
served bones were found, a good sign for
retrieving information about the economic histo-
ry of Reykholt through time. Zooarchaeologists
from Hunter College and Brooklyn College,
New York, who have specialised in Icelandic
midden deposits, were therefore invited to do a
test excavation in the midden. A 4.5 x 1 m strip in
front of the entrance to the school was excavated
layer by layer, marked as M1-16. A report on the
findings is enclosed in appendix 1.

Preservation of bone turned out to be worse than
had been anticipated and the finds were all fair-
ly recent. The bottom of the midden was, how-
ever, not reached and it is still possible that arte-
fact belonging to older deposits could be
retrieved through further excavation.

8. Main conclusions.

Excavation in the southern part of the farm
mound is now virtually complete, except for a
small section of the dug-down passage-way. Ten
stone steps have been found in the passage, leav-
ing the possibility of a further 1-2 steps in the
unexcavated area. The top five steps are well
made, the other five poorly made. There isa 1.78
m difference in height between the top and bot-
tom step. No datable finds were retrieved from
the fill, but a charcoal sample has been sent for
14C dating giving a 13th-15t century date.

The passage runs into the southwestern corner
of structure 10. To the east of it was structure 11.
As suspected last year, these two turned out to
have been one structure originally, about 9.5 m
long. The width is more varied. The western end,
what so far has been called structure 10, is 2.3 m
wide, whereas the width of the eastern partis 2.8
m. The western gable and western end of the
north side, the part belonging to structure 10, are
less substantial than the rest. A cut has been
made for the walls and the structure is dug
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down on the inside by 25 cm. The eastern gable
of the structure is most dug down, or to about 1
m. A 0.75-1.5 m wide groove is dug along the
length of the house to where structure 10 started.
It creates what could be termed as 0.5-1.25 m
broad benches along the sides and gable of the
eastern part of the structure. Both base and
benches are uneven. The approach to the only
entrance, which is a paved 2 m long passage in
the southeast corner, is dug down in steps. The
eastern half was full of peat-ash up to where
structure 10 begins, in which fragmentary floor-
layers were found. This suggests that the two
parts had different functions and at different
times. When the eastern half had come out of use
and been filled with peat-ash, the structure was
divided into three sections with substantial
dividing walls. On the basis of the lack of floor-
layers, except in the western end, the lack of a
fire-place and the dug-down nature, it has been
suggested that this might be the foundation of a
structure which main occupation level was in
the upper floors of which nothing now remains.
Some remains of wood which might possibly be
interpreted as the floor of these upper levels
were found in the structure. The suggestion that
hot water or wapour was led into the sturcture at
some stage requires further investigation.

It is clear that the western gable was built on top
of the dug-down passage-way. Since there was,
however, no sign of the passage lying under-
neath the structure, it is possible that it original-
ly belonged to the same cut as the building. This
will, unfortunately, not be solved.

To the north of structure 10/11 lay structure 12.
On the basis of stratigrapy it is suggested that it
may be of the same date as structure 10/11.
Remains to the east of structure 12, including
floor-layers and wall fragments, are stratigraph-
ically older, but the nature of these remains is
still unclear.

The continuation of the passage-way belonging
to the 17th-19th century farm house was found in
the western end of the new area opened up this
summer, running north-south. It has a couple of
steps towards the northern end and now meas-
ures about 22 m. The other most complete
remains in this new area, which took up the
western half of it, were those of a dairy with var-
ious occupation phases. The interpretation is
based on 11 barrel cuts found in it, some of
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which overlap each other. It underlies the pas-
sage-way and thus belongs to earlier phases of
occupation at the site. The cuts were generally
larger than the barrels put into them with gravel
used as insulation around the wood. One cut
had the staves still preserved. Samples of it have
been sent for analysis, among other things to
attempt to establish what was kept in the barrel.
A floor-layer overlying the dairy seems to have
belonged to the passage-way farm. On the basis
of its nature it has been interpreted as a kitchen.
The upper levels of the floor in the dairy contain
a quantity of burnt remains suggesting that this
house was also used as a kitchen during the last
phases. At least four phases of occupation can be
established in the dairy on the basis of the
stratigraphy of the barrel cuts. During the latest
phase the western end of the structure was used
for barrels (536, 539, 503) and the eastern end
showns signs of cooking activity. During an ear-
lier phase the barrels stood at the centre of the
northern wall (558, 532). There are two further
phases in that same place (557, 559 and 568, 578).
To one or other of these two earliest phases
belong three more barrels in the eastern half of
the dairy (600, 602 and 606). On this basis it
seems that there were 3-4 barrels being used at
any one time in this house.

The turf wall which forms the north boundary of
the dairy continues to the east of it. This part of
the excavation area was very different to the
western half, consisting of layers of mixed turf
with wall fragments and other remains to the
south of it. At the end of the excavationa 4 x 1 m
paved area, flanked by a stone- and turf-built
wall ran west from the eastern edge of the area.
South of the dairy were some remains of floors
and wall fragments which are difficult to inter-
pret.

No objects could be used to date the remains in
this area with any accuracy. Some relative dating
can be done on the basis of stratigraphy. The dat-
ing of the remains in this area should be further
clarified as excavation proceeds next year.

The deposits of the midden excavated at the
west of the school building turned out to date to
the last phases of occupation at the site. The bot-
tom of it was, however, not reached this summer.



9. Future work

In the southern part of the excavation area just
over 1 m is still unexcavated of the dug-down
passage-way. In addition to this the signs of
geothermal activity in structure 10/11 also need
further investigation.

It was demonstrated this summer that there are
still some remains intact underneath the concrete
foundation of the byre which stood at the eastern
edge of the excavation area. It is recommended
that the concrete to the east of structure 10/11 be
removed in order to investigate its construction
further; also to the north and east of what was
removed of the foundation this summer to
enable a further investigation of the remains in
area IV.

In 1984 a duct, interpreted as carrying steam
towards the farm-site, was discovered to the east
of the byre and barn foundation. A fragment of
geyserite formed like a duct was discovered at
the north gable of the byre and barn when they
vere erected in 1929 together with indications of
the direction of a duct. Last year some stones
with sulphur on them were found at the north-
ern edge of the excavation area and this summer
some signs of geothermal activity in structure
10/11 were identified. It is proposed to open up
a new area to the east of the foundation of the
byre and barn to try to clarify the use of hot
water/steam at the site.

Deposits of about 1 m thickness are still left to be
excavated in area IX. The remains in area IV will
not be clarified until excavation of these has been
completed.

In the cemetery, just north of the excavation area
(see fig. 2), the foundations of a church can be
seen on the surface, just south of the still stand-
ing old church erected in 1886. In 1993 the ceme-
tery was subjected to remote sensing which,
among other things, revealed what was inter-
preted as a second and larger church foundation
underneath the one visible on the surface. The
investigation of the church at Reykholt is
planned for 2002 after permission to move
graves which are located within the foundation
has been secured.
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Summary

in 2000, the National Museum of Iceland requested the NABO-NORSEC team
to investigate midden deposits exposed and documented by National Museum
staff during observation of a hot water pipe trench excavated along the east side
of the Reykholt school building in 1999. This area (Svaedi VIil) has had plans
and profiles drawn and described (Sveinbjarnardéttir 1999, figs 7,8) and the
mechanical digger was closely supervised to determine the approximate location
of finds. The 1999 report indicated the presence of midden material with organic
preservation and suggested further investigation. The work in 2000 confirmed the
observations of the 1999 season and added a few additional observations. The
area VIl deposits are an important archaeological resource, containing clearly
stratified layers containing a substantial number of artifacts and some bone and
wood. The base of the deposit was not reached, but stratified deposits extend
well over 2 meters in depth, and probably extend well into the medieval period.
Bone preservation overall was fair to poor, and it will not be possible to produce a
fully quantified animal bone report including relative proportions of species
present. However, a partial species list can be produced, and the potential for
artifact recovery and extended stratigraphic analysis is very high. Preservation of
the area and further excavation when possible is recommended.

Area VIll Excavation 2000
Excavation Methods

The trench in area VIl was inspected and the profile partially cleaned over an
area of 4.5 m x 0.75 m, and this area was dug down in stratigraphic order,
assigning context numbers “M 1- M 16” (see Harris Matrix attached). All deposits
were wet-sieved through 4 mm mesh (dry sieving the dense peat ash matrix was
difficult, and wet sieving produced excellent results). The trial excavations were
carried to the depth of the hot water pipe cut (approximately 1 meter below
modern ground surface) and a Sondage test pit 1.2 x 0.70 cm was shovel-dug a
further meter in an attempt to reach sterile subsoil. We did NOT reach sterile
subsoil with this test pit. If we were to reach sterile, we would have needed to
extend the shovel test considerably, and we felt that this would cause
unacceptable damage to the intact deposits. Our impression is that the cuitural
deposits extend a good deal further- perhaps close to the 3 m depth recalled by
residents, but we can document at least 2 meters of undisturbed material.

Observations

The general observations of the 1999 report proved correct and may be quoted
with minor additions:

“ The section (figure 8) shows that the peat ash deposits have been deposited
one on top of another forming a diagonal bedding angle. This may be explained
as being a result of the natural slope of the area..... Through time this slope has
grown to the south as a result of this dumping activity. This is stratigraphically
evident in the section. The oldest deposits are probably to be found half way
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along the trench {just to the N of the modem pavement} where the original slope
is located, while the youngest deposits are located further to the south where the
present slope is.”

The 2000 excavation photos (see lllustrations) demonstrate the sharp bedding
angle of the deposits along the slope, and the accuracy of the 1999 observation
that the edge of the slope has been gradually extended to the north by steady
accumulation of midden material dumped at the (moving) edge of a convenient
slope. This is a pattern observed at other Icelandic middens (for example
Svalbard in Thistilfiord, Stong) and several Greenlandic middens ( V54, V51
Sandnes, V32), where the dumping of midden refuse down slope has had the
intended or accidental effect of gradually enlarging the level homefield. The 2000
excavations suggest that while some truncation of the uppermost levels (19" c?)
may have taken place when the area was landscaped and the current concrete
walk installed in the 20" c, there is a very substantial undisturbed deposit
beneath the walkway and the sod -covered area just to the south.

The composition of the layers is mainly peat and turf ash, uncombusted turf
chunks, wood charcoal, some unburnt birch twigs, and a mix of artifacts
(including glass, whetstones, pottery, pipe stems, iron and copper alloy objects,
iron slag) and animal bones. This composition is very typical of Icelandic
middens, and probably reflects a mix of hearth-cleaning, household refuse,
industry, and house repair. There is nothing to suggest any special — purpose
deposit, but rather the gradual accumulation of generalized refuse over time.

Finds: Artifacts

A full artifact registration and reporting will be carried out by the project director,
but a set of photos (Finds lllustrations) attached may provide an impression of
the range of finds. The most appealing find was a partial draughtsman of turned
whale bone from context M4.

Finds: Animal bones

As noted above, it is not possible to provide a fully quantified animal bone
report, and the list below should be regarded as a very partial sample of the
potential range of species present.

Domestic Mammals

Cattle (Bos taurus dom)

Sheep (Ovis aries dom)

Caprine (Sheep or Goat)

Horse (Equus caballus dom)

Wild Mammals

Seal (Phocidae sp.) represented by a single toe bone (phalanx 1)

Butchery- as is common, most mammal bones showed evidence of butchery and
consumption. Two examples of the characteristic bi-perforated sheep metapodial
(Bigelow 1992) found in Iceland only after ca AD 1100 were recovered from the
upper layers.

Preservation

The conditions of organic preservation in the Area VIiI midden were extremely
variable, ranging from fair (some unburned bone preserved) to poor (only bone
mush, teeth, and white burned (calcined bone). Bone preservation is affected by
a wide range of environmental factors, but soil acidity (pH) is the most important
in Icelandic contexts. The NABO Zooarchaeology Working group has produced
this table for probable preservation of different hard tissues under different soil
pH.

We recorded pH of 4.5 from context M 3 in the upper 30 cm, and a pH of 4.0
from M10 near the bottom of the cleared profile. The pH seems to vary around
this range, probably depending on the chemical composition of the particular
context, but all are well below the optimal range for hard tissue preservation. It is
possible that conditions of preservation may improve further away from the water
pipe trench, as the opening will have somewhat destabilized bone chemistry in
the immediate area along the trench.
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Overall Assessment

For Zooarchaeology and animal bone analysis: The remaining Reykholt midden
represents a major archaeological resource, and is less disturbed by modern
construction activities than we had previously feared. Over 2 m of well stratified
midden deposit remains untouched to the W of the hot water pipe trench, and
this deposit may be a good deal deeper.

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Suggestions for further work and resource conservation:

e The midden in area VIl is an important archaeological resource, showing
clear stratigraphy and containing many finds.

e Any further excavation or landscaping in the area should be supervised by
an archaeologist.

o We suspect that the midden deposit extends into the early Middle Ages,
though it appears that the upper and northern sections of the profile are
mainly post 1400 in date.

e An excavation unit ca 4 x 4 m or 4 x 6 meters in the area just N of the
modern concrete pavement would produce a large collection of artifacts of
several periods, and might shed light on the stratigraphic development of
the site. Wet sieves will be more effective than dry. Excavators should be
prepared for a deep unit.
